� Best Single Family Residential Renovation:  
This may be a renovation by a homeowner, renovation contractor or developer.  

Building must be at least 50 years old. 
 

Best Commercial Renovation  

� Category I (under 5,000 square feet, neighborhood scale, i.e. single family conversion to 

apartments, small multi-family projects) 

� Category II (above 10,000 square feet, district/ regional scale) 
Please check CATEGORY I or CATEGORY II.  This category includes multi-family residential projects.   

Building must be at least 50 years old. 
  

� Best New Infill Project  

� Category I ~ Single-Family Residential  

� Category II ~ Multi-Family Residential or Commercial 
Please check CATEGORY I or CATEGORY II.  Projects must be located within the City of Richmond. 
 

� Best Neighborhood Design Project 
This category includes infrastructure projects, landscape design, public art or other neighborhood enhancing
